General Expectations:
●
Know the organization's mission, goals, objectives, programs and functioning

●
Recruit other policy and program volunteers

●
Promote P2P services and programs in their community, and keep informed about what is going on in the organization
●
Bring a sense of humor to the Board's deliberations while seriously considering all issues and carefully weighing all available options
●
Become a financial supporter of Parent to Parent at a level consistent with the family’s income and/or help secure new donations or funding sources.

●
Serve in leadership positions or special assignments willingly and enthusiastically when asked
Meeting Expectations:
●
Participate fully and openly in meetings – sharing insights, ideas and suggestions (usually bi-monthly, participation can be via conference call or other means as stated in Bylaws)
●
Make decisions on issues, policies, goals and objectives based on careful consideration of facts and all relevant data

●
Maintain confidentiality of the Board's executive sessions, and speak for the Board or organization only when authorized to do so

●
Suggest agenda items periodically for board and committee meetings to ensure that significant policy-related matters are addressed
